Pursuant to Connecticut General Statutes Section 7-255, the Woodridge Lake Sewer District Sewer
Authority, Goshen, Connecticut (the “Authority”) has amended its Rules and Regulations (the “Rules”)
governing charges for connection with and for use of its sewerage system, including amendments
related to the proposed connection with and use of the City of Torrington’s sewerage system. The Rules
increase the Authority’s permit fee to $300 and connection fee to $3,500, and require payment for a
professional engineer to inspect any new connections. There was no discussion. SO VOTED.
